CAMBRIDGE BOAT CLUB 1S PATTERNED AFTER THE MANY ENGLISH
"HEAD OF THE RIVER" RACES. THESE MAKE USE OF A TURTUOUS
CUURSE WHICH NOT ONLY PUTS THE COXSWAIN'S STEERING TU TEST
BUT ALLOWS GREATER DISTANCES TO CHALLENGE THE OARSMEN'S
ENDURANCE. BY ELIMINATING THE NEED FOR QUALIFYING RACES,
HEAD RACES ALSO ALLOW MANY MURE BOATS TU COMPETE IN A GIVEN
AMOUNT OF TIME.

ALTHOUGH THE CUONTESTANTS ARE ROWING AGAINST TIME, SPECTATURS
ARE WITNESS TO KEEN COMPETITION BETWEEN BUATS WHICH TAKE
RUNNING STARTS ONLY 10 SECONDS APART. BUATS ARE NUMBERED
COMSECUTIVELY SO THAT IT IS EASY TU SEE THEIR RELATIVE
POSITIONS IN EACH EVENT. TO MINIMIZE OVERLAPPING EVENTS

AT THE FINISH, EACH EVENT IS STARTED 15 TO 20 MINUTES APART.
NOTE THAT EACH BOAT IS IDENTIFIED BY A BOW MARKER WHICH
CORRESPONDS TO ITS NUMBER IN THE PRUGRAM.

SPECTATORS, THE BEST PLACE TO WATCH THE REGATTA IS AT THE
FINISH LINE WHERE THE PROGRESS OF EACH EVENT UN THE RIVER
AND THE UNOFFICIAL. ORDER OF FINISH WILL BE ANNUUNCED BY
LOUDSPEAKERS. FOR SPECTATORS FARTHER DOWN THE COURSE, THE
RIVER BANKS BETWEEN WESTERN AVENUE AND BUOYLSTUN STREET

ACCUSPLIT II SPLIT-SECUND PRECISION DIGITAL STOP WATCHES
WILL RECORD THE STARTING AND FINISHING TIMES OF EACH SHELL.
THE TIMES FROM THE COmMPUTER WILL REMAIN UNOFFICIAL UNTIL
THE REGATTA UMPIRES HAVE HAD AN OPPORTUNITY TO REPURT
