THE ANNUAL HEAD OF THE CHARLES REGATTA SPONSORED BY THE
CAMBRIDGE BOAT CLUB IS PATTERNED AFTER THE MANY ENGLISH
**HEAD OF THE RIVER'' RACES. THESE MAKE USE OF A TORTUOQUS
COURSE WHICH NOT ONLY PUTS THE COXSWAIN'S STEERING TO TEST
BUT ALLOWS GREATER DISTANCES TO CHALLENGE THE OARSMEN'S
ENDURANCE. BY ELIMINATING THE NEED FOR QUALIFYING RACES,
HEAD RACES ALSO ALLOW MANY MORE BOATS TO COMPETE IN A GIVEN
AMOUNT OF TIME.

ALTHOUGH THE CONTESTANTS ARE ROVING AGAINST TIME, SPECTATORS
ARE WITNESS TO KEEN COMPETITION BETWEEN BOATS WHICH TAKE
RUNNING STARTS ONLY 18 SECONDS APART. BOATS ARE NUMBERED
CONSECUTIVELY SO THAT IT IS EASY TO SEE THEIR RELATIVE
POSITIONS IN EACH EVENT. TO MINIMIZE OVERLAPPING EVENTS

AT THE FINISH, EACH EVENT IS STARTED 15 TO 20 MINUTES APART.
NOTE THAT EACH BOAT 15 IDENTIFIED BY A BOW MARKER WHICH
CORRESPONDS TO ITS NUMBER IN THE PROGRAM.

SPECTATORS, THE BEST PLACE TO WATCH THE REGATTA IS AT THE
FINISH LINE WHERE THE PROGRESS OF EACH EVENT ON THE RIVER
AND THE UNOFFICIAL ORDER OF FINISH WILL BE ANNOUNCED BY
LOUDSPEAKERS. FOR SPECTATORS FARTHER DOWN THE COURSE, THE
RIVER BANKS BETWEEN WESTERN AVENUE AND BOYLSTON STREET
PROVIDE GOOD VANTAGE POINTS NEAR THE TWO MILE MARK.

ACCUSPLIT I1 SPLIT-SECOND PRECISION DIGITAL STOP WATCHES
WILL RECORD THE STARTING AND FINISHING TIMES OF EACH SHELL.
THE TIMES FROM THE COMPUTER WILL REMAIN UNOFFICIAL UNTIL
THE REGATTA UMPIRES HAVE HAD AN OPPORTUNITY TO REPORT
COURSE RULE VIOLATIONS AND INVOKE TIME PENALTIES, AND UNTIL
ANY PROTESTS RECEIVED WITHIN 15 MINUTES AFTER THE END OF
EACH RACE HAVE BEEN RESOLVED.

What matter if there was only one other
school competing? And its coach trained ifs crews by having them pull rubber tires on ropes behind
the boat? A technique not necessarily conducive to good spacing, but grand for building strong arms
— the theory being, | suppose, that when the tires were removed, the boat would literally sail with
the oarsmen’s exuberance at being free of their anchor.”

“The hands are the giveaway. Everything else — the powerful shoulders, iron-bound forearms and
lanky, but wiry thighs and legs — could easily belong to a basketball player. The hands are the trade-
mark. Turn them over, palms upward, and you'll see a perfect row of calluses, fouron each hand, just
below the point where the finger joins the palm. Those are the identifying marks, the stigmata, if you
will, of the oarsman. They crop up immediately after the first 2000 meter piece, and they stay there,
hardening and raising up off the hand. You can’t pull an oar four of five hundred times a day, six days
aweek, ten months a year without developing them. ... The rewards are meager — four or five vic-
tories, a handful of shirts, a Sprint or intercollegiate Rowing Association trophy. Satisfaction, self-
mastery, assorted aesthetic pleasures are the real goals. The feeling of doing something in concert
with seven other men, hitting it at the same second, making a boat lurch up and out of the water,
moving, gliding, faster, smoother towards some vaguely realized perfect moment.”
